Every trimester since Steve Semler was a
student at the Spanish Langugage Institute (ILE),
a group of students from the language school
attends a weekend-long mission trip at the Central
Rural Metodista in San Carlos. The primary
purpose of this language school is to teach
Spanish to missionaries that will be serving the
Lord in Latin American countries. During the Fall
trimester of 2006, Matt Burger, a missionary who
was called to Venezuela after language school,
led a group of 14 students to lead a Vacation
Bible School in Linda Vista.

The team held a three-hour, Saturday VBS at
Linda Vista Primary School, and shared the
Gospel with approximately 100 kids. We split the
kids into different age groups, and they were
rotated between lessons, crafts, games, and
songs by our “cat herders,” Matt Burger and
Lance Germany.

The lesson taught was from John 6:1-14, the
feeding of the 5,000, and it was led by Bruce
Edgar, Zoe-Ann Witkowski, and Donald Paige.
The team made story cards, so that the kids could
have an interactive part in teaching the feeding of
the 5,000.

The group in charge of crafts was Laura Edgar,
Emma Edgar, Peter Edgar, and Brooke Barr. For
the craft, the kids made “paper-doll” fish and
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bread, so as to visualize the miracle of multiplying
the fish and loaves to feed the multitudes.

The games were led by Jennifer Allen and her
son Joshua Allen, who created a “fishing”
experience with the use of a sheet as water; with
Joshua behind the sheet attaching fish and loaves
to the kid's fishing poles.

The songs were led by Marie Thomas, who was
able to share Christian songs in Spanish she had
learned while serving at a kids' ministry in La
Carpio, a ghetto (or in Spanish, “precario”) in San
Jose.

At the end of the day, Tracy Winder and Elise
Jefferis showed their own miracle of feeding the
multitudes by providing snacks of Goldfish and
juice to the 100 kids that attended.

After the VBS, in order to thank the language
students for their hard work serving the Lord, a
dance team of kids from Linda Vista demonstrated
some traditional Costa Rican dances in the
traditional Costa Rican dress. The money
donated to this dance team goes towards a Linda
Vista scholarship program, which provides
transportation for youth that must attend high
school in the city of San Carlos, a cost that many
parents in this neighborhood can't provide for their
children.
